What are Social Round Robins & Why have them at BVTC? 
It is a tennis schedule where each participant plays every other 
participant at least once.   We run them because they are fun!  You get to 
meet & play Tennis with so many people! 
 
What are the Rules?   
They are very simple.  Assuming the use of 3 courts: 
1) Start with 12 people on the courts, 4 per court. 
2) Play for 40 minutes.   
3) Simple Scoring:   

a. Just count the number of games won per side, no sets are 
counted.  The winning side has the most games won.  

b. Deuces:  play out one deuce; if you are at deuce again, play a 
sudden death. 

4) Attendant rings the bell at 40-minute mark. 
5) The winning side splits & moves to the next court.  The losing side 

splits & stays on the same court.   Movement:  Courts 1 to 2, Courts 
2 to 3, and Courts 3 to 1. 

6) If there are people who were waiting to play (i.e. were not part of 
the original 12), they should take the place of the losing teams.  

 
If you prefer to play with the same people all the time, you will need 
to book your own court for this.  The Round Robin court time is 
NOT to be used for this.
